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Nagano

At the northeast of Tanabe city, on the foot of Mt. Takao(altitude of 606m) and Mt.
Maki (altitude of 796m), Nagano is located on upstream of Aizu-gawa River. With the
advantage of valley location, making oranges and plums is popular there, and also it is
the birthplace of Gojiro Plum which is the best plum for making juice and ume liqueur.

It is known as a country of Nasu Yoichi, the legend that he succeeded to shoot down the
folding fan with archery in Yashima on the battle of Genpei. Nagaozaka of Kumano Kodo
located in this are and it was registered as World Heritage Site in 2016. In addition, the
area is known with firefly which residents raised and many people come in the season.
*Nasu Yoichi: He became a priest after the battle of Genpei, and it is said that he
passed away during pilgrimage to Kumano.
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Fudo-ji Temple

It was erected by Buddhist priest
QOiyama in 1345. Nasu Sadamori, a
descendant of Nasu Yoichi, was looking
for the place of Yoichi’s death, and
visited Kumano Kodo. Then he found
tomb of Nasu Yoichi (Hokyointo Pagoda)
in Hudo-ji temple, and dedicated Fudo
Myoo nenjibutsu (a small statue of
Buddha) that Yoichi had.
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Nyonyo-zan Mountain

It is a small mountain (about 300 meters
above) stuck out like a bump at the
southeast foot of Mt. Takao, and used
for sango of Fudo-ji temple. Around the
top of the mountain, there are Nishihara
Castle Ruins and Okahata Castle Ruins,
and one of the best panoramic view

spots of Tanabe bay.

When Nasu Sadamori, the last grandchild of
Nasu Yoichi who was the master of
archery in the Battle of Genpei, came for
pilgrimage to Kumano, he set up the object
of worship in a Shinto shrine from
Kamakura beside the river, and transferred
the divided tutelary deity with planting Nagi
tree.The shrine was moved to current place
after being washed away by great flooding in
Meiji Era. People dedicate a traditional dance
called Sumiyoshi-odori, (desighated Wakayama
prefecture intangble folk cultural assets,) for
a good harvest on November, 3.
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Kofuku-ji Temple

It is said that Nasu Sadamori, a descendant
of Nasu Yoichi, was found this temple. In the
beginning, the name was Chofuku-ji, but it
changed to Kohuku-ji because it was the
same name as the second Hansyu of Kisyu.
Principal image: Sho Kanzeon Bosatsu is
Yoichils protective deity. In addition, there
are a grave of a daughter of Hara Souemon
and a document.
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Nagao-zaka

It is about 16 cho (1744 meters) path from
Kamimisu to Mizunomi-toge. It was opened in
1400’s. There is a milestone showing 21 ri
(82.467 kilometers) to Wakayama city, and a
Statue of Enno Gyoja stands nearby. It was
registered as World Heritage Sites in 2016.
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Access From Kii Tanabe Station to the entrance of Nagao-zaka, it takes about 20 minutes by taxi or 35

minutes by bus (Nagao line, Onoharaguchi bus stop.) It runs only on Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays.
